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This program gives students an opportunity to learn though cross cultural 
conversation, community service oriented action and reflection.  
 
Students from diverse backgrounds meet after appropriate preparation, 
break the ice and get to know each other. Let by a diverse team of 
community minded role models, they are engaged in a discussion about 
issues they care about and would consider doing something about (eg. the 
plight or refugee children for whom students designed illustrated story 
books, or homelessness a neglected local park).  
 
It usually pairs classes from two diverse schools, but could just as well 
involve students from diverse cultures within one school who have never 
really understood each other’s culture with any depth. The students discover 
shared values and undertake a service learning project together. The 
program can be customised to link to the particular schools needs and 
various content so that students can achieve specific curriculum outcomes.
